Posting:  
The FAA is considering the award of a single contract, three years in length valued at approximately $260,000.
The AMS process is designed to promote the use of streamlined acquisition techniques to the maximum extent possible.

BACKGROUND:  
This market survey provides a draft Statement of Work (see Paragraph 1, below) for the FAA’s requirements.  This Statement of Work identifies preliminary tasks required to establish the initial baseline for this project.  Additional tasks may be added as the baseline is further defined. This market survey provides a draft SOW to establish an initial project baseline.
PURPOSE:  The purposes of this market survey include the following:

1. Inform Industry of an upcoming procurement
2. Solicit comments on the Statement of Work
3. Assess market interest and capabilities of potential offerors.
4. To provide information that the FAA may consider in choosing how to conduct this procurement and whether it should be a Full and Open Competition, a Limited Competition, Small Business Set-Aside, or sole source.

STATEMENT OF WORK

CONSULTANT SERVICES FOR THE 

AVIATION WEATHER OFFICE

1.0 SCOPE

This Statement of Work (SOW) specifies the consulting services required by the FAA’s Directorate of NextGen and Operations Planning (ATO-P), Aviation Weather Office, necessary to accomplish its mission.

ATO-P provides aviation engineering services that are an integral component of the National Airspace System (NAS) planning and operational system.  The NAS provides the flying public with air traffic control services designed to ensure air transportation safety.  ATO-P is responsible for providing technical and engineering direction and program management for the multiple projects through various stages of development and NAS implementation.  ATO-P must satisfy the technical requirements of the NAS as envisioned and implemented by the FAA.

This information is provided to establish an initial project baseline for this SOW and is subject to change.  Other tasks may be added at the discretion and direction of the Contracting Officer (CO) and the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative (COTR).

2.0 LOCATION OF PERFORMANCE

The Contractor shall perform the work activities described in this SOW on-site at FAA Headquarters, in the Washington, D.C. local vicinity, other offsite locations, and/or offsite at the Contractors location, as required.

3.0 GENERAL TASKS

As directed by the FAA, the contractor shall provide technical, engineering, analytical, and planning support to achieve the requirements of this SOW, as defined below in Section 4.0.  The contractor shall furnish and make available all personnel, supplies, equipment, materials, data, facilities, and services necessary to assist ATO-P in accomplishing its mission.  As determined by the FAA, the contractor will be required to interface with the JPDO and other Government agencies to accomplish the tasks described herein.  

Specific tasks include, but are not be limited to the following:

4.0 SPECIFIC TASKS

4.1  Task A
The Contractor shall provide a consultant serving in the role of the Chief Scientist of the Aviation Weather Office assisting the leadership and staff by providing scientific and technical consulting to support decisions including:

1.  Objectively set national level priorities, understanding there are many diverse and sometimes parochial inputs into this process.

2.  Review relevant weather programs to gain alignment with the goals of the Aviation Weather Office and enable the Next Generation Air Transportation System (NextGen).

3.  Provide meteorological expertise for systems engineering efforts in and aid in its successful interface with the broader Enterprise Architecture of NextGen.

4.  Provide technical support to the managers, program managers and team leads in , identifying technical, scientific and program elements which can impact critical path milestones and deliverables.

5.  Write and review papers and presentations which describe the NextGen strategy, plans and issues with strong emphasis on integrating the weather vision.

4.2  Task B

The Contractor shall assist and facilitate in promoting effective change in government programs with an emphasis on weather and its interface with ATM/ATC and shared situational awareness.  This task will often be external to the JPDO, obtaining alignment within FAA, NASA, DOD, and NOAA/NWS.

4.3  Task C

The Contractor shall support the FAA Director of the Aviation Weather Office with issues pertinent to his directorship, including developing documentation for new efforts to be developed and prototyped in support of realizing the NextGen Weather vision.  Specific activities will include development, review or consultation on documents, schedules, and program plans for the NextGen weather activities, the 2013 Weather IOC, and the NextGen Implementation Plan.

4.4  Reporting

The Contractor shall provide monthly summaries of work accomplished in support of each task.  The Contractor shall provide a final report at the conclusion of the effort.  

Where appropriate, monthly summaries will include under separate cover, completed work products where the vendor is the sole or primary author.

CAPABILITIES

A.  The successful responsible and responsive offeror selected to provide these services to the FAA shall substantiate and demonstrate that they have the following:

1.  Extensive and current (within the past 3 years) experience in the requirements as addressed in the Statement of Work   Provide detail information to support your capabilities.  Provide resumes and list Commercial and/or Government projects performed within the last 3 Fiscal Years (06 – 08) which supports this capability.  List awards and achievements, etc.  

2.  Responses containing only company brochures, catalogs, or other types of generic information will not be evaluated.  For the above requirements, all experience indicated shall include relevant experience over the past three years, including (a) description(s) of work performed; (b) contract number; (c) identification of the government or commercial entity for whom work was performed (identify all work performed as a subcontractor); (d) name, title, and telephone number of the Government Contracting Officer and the Government Technical Representative (or equivalent points of contact, for non-government experience); and (e) information sufficient to enable FAA to contact the respondent, including name, title, address, and telephone number of an authorized representative of the respondent.

3.  Discuss expected Programmatic approach (in-house, teaming, subcontracting, etc.).
B.  Firms must also show that they have:

1.  Present capability to provide the required services.  Present capability includes experienced and qualified staff members, able to support all task areas, presently on staff or under binding contract, and fully operational facilities.  

2.  The financial capability to pay their personnel, sub-contractors and creditors for up to three months even if the FAA is unable to pay the contractor’s invoices during that time period.

3.  Recent and extensive experience in contracting with the Federal Government, preferably with the Federal Aviation Administration.
C. In addition, the responders may provide (with the capability responses) additional comments regarding the SOW.

D. Complete the Business Declaration Form (see Attachment 1).

E. The NAIC Code for this effort is 541990 Meteorological services.  Responders must identify whether they are Large or Small Business.  

F.  A vendor’s failure to respond to this market survey does not necessitate that vendor’s exclusion from the competition.
